Far away, (errrrrrrrr......well OK, right here in dirty jersey), lived a boy (errr......, a punky little SQUIRT) who discovered the essence of 4 wheeling (errrrrr, OK he found the 4WD button on the overhead console).

Hey looky.....................click-click................, I think it's in 4WD, the little light on the console says it is. 

At that point, Squirt gathered up his courage and little by little graduated from "paved" sand trails to larger and larger "puddles". A work buddy one day claimed they were going out "mudding" that weekend and squirt thought that would be cool to try. Squirt and the bone stock baby bronc did pretty well that day, but some meany with 44" ground hogs was about to play a little trick on squirt. Squirt stayed pretty close to the edge of the puddles, but this one was not what it seemed. 
Squirt plunged in, but alas, it was seemingly bottomless (at least to a bone stock BII). 
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Attempting to start the baby bronc just yielded a click and later that week
squirt got his first good lesson on motors and water, bending a rod on his new "truck" with only 11K miles on it. 

This was the point that squirt and his brother decided they needed an older, "junkier" rig for playing in the swamps. Finally came upon this beat up 78 bronco and QUASI was born. Quasi had a decent running 351M and a 435 trans with a "creeper gear". Squirt didn't really know what a creeper gear was, but it sure sounded cool. The only other factory option Quasi got was 2 tone paint. Almost immediately, quasi got a 4 inch lift......... Here he is bone stock with 4" lift and 32 AT's. 
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In the 18 years since, Squirt has taken Quasi through many iterations. 

Some of the more unique features of Quasi are;

A custom built traction bar.
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A custom 4” snorkel setup with inline K & N cone 

filter protruding right through the dash (shortest route). Lets you tease  

the ladies that ride with you that “they had to straddle your snorkel” (.
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And of course the home made wooden plow that worked for exactly

one snowfall before being driven over by the very truck it was mounted too

(lifted mud trucks just don’t make good plow trucks)….. 
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Over the years Quasi has been rock crawling 
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And sand hill running
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But is really set up for running the deepest and narliest mud holes Jersey has to offer….. So after many iterations and many year later. Squirt finally had his bronc pretty much the way he wanted it.

The setup to date included

Mildly built 400, headers and duals

T-18 with mean green 12” clutch

D60 coil sprung front with 4.56’s and Detroit

14 bolt (dark side I know) with 4.56’s and detorit

Rear disk brakes.

Huge alum shhet metal flares

2 core alum cross flow radiator 

12K Warn front and multiimount 9K Warn rear winches

2X6 rear tube bumper and custom tire mount 

Dual batteries and 100 amp first gen alternator
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And then ***disaster**** struck. Dirty Jersey decided they did not have

enough laws and instituted a new tire size rule. Quasi wrote

letters and attempted to organize a campaign against it, but 

"the man" always gets what "he" wants. 

Squirt figured if you can't beat em, then roll with it
and make Quasi into one BAD (read illegal) Bronco. 

Quasi never did have enough power to use those 44 

boggers for how they were designed. The option to build up the
400 with some hypo parts was always there, but the big
block swap was much more economical considering on any
given outing, water could get into the oil and trash the motor.


Squirt wanted as much bang as he could get with a stock long
block 460. The finished combo turned out 1000 times better
than Squirt was ever expecting. The new motor felt like 
about double the power Quasi had before. The 44's would
now spin up so easily, it still to this day makes Squirt giggle

New engine combo consisted of a stock remanned 83, 460 long block, Weiand Stealth Intake, Edelbrock adjustable double roller chain set straight up, Crane PowerMax Cam with 0.518/0.513 in lift/matching valve springs, Holley 750 vac secondary carb, Bosch alum water pump, MSd 6a digital box, L&L fenderwell headers, 2.5 exh,/Edelbrock, 

and 2.5" 304 SS mufflers.

Squirt at that point decided to desegregate the varied New jersey terrain, one mud blob at a time (
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Occasionally setting aside some time for his favorite charity, 

the “jeep pullout society”
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Future plans for Quasi entail removing the 404 mog axles from 

Squirts 79 Bronco rock crawler (which is getting a set of 406 mog

axles), bed mounted remote radiator, another 6” lift, a set of C9

429 heads for the big block, and a 3” exh routed up and out the bed.  

So that is the story of the First of the Herd. Over the years Squirt

has gotten bit by the Bronco bug big time and the herd has grown, 

currently containing a 70, 74, 76, two 78’s, and two 79’s. 
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
