One word (OK 3 maybe)........... Sliker than Snot...........

  Left Sat aternoon. Took 95 to 85, figured it would be flatter. I've driven 81 and it's like the PA NE ext, up/down/up/down for miles. After surviving a big black mama with a flat  in an already reduced to 2 lanes highway in balt, and then traffic due to the million "somethin" march in DC, 9 hours later I was in Chapel Hill NC. Another 7 hours and I was @ the cabin. 

 Thank god I did that road up to tellico and the cabins in the daylight the first time. Real twisty mnt road, almost no way to make the turns with a trailer unless you drive on the wrong side of the road. Not sure how the other guys got a kenworth and 40 foot trailer up that road. I heard there was some air hanging under their trailer tires a couple times.

   Get up there, but they were all out scouting the trails. Cabins (which were right next to Crawfords campground, but owned by someone else) were killer. First floor with kitchen/LR area and full bath. Sat TV (with link to play vid's off cameras), sink, stove, micro, frig, couch, dining table, propane heat. Upstarirs had 2 full size beds, window AC unit. Rear porch with ceiling fan. For 75$ a night, divided 6 ways, no way I would camp. The guy who owned the campground (previously a certified welder and we used him to fab up a half ass driveshaft for one of the trucks later in the week in the 2 bay shop they have on site) takes the reservations for the cabins and you can pretty much use all the campgrounds facilities. Nice that he has a gas pump right there, because getting back into town is 40-50 minute drive round trip.  

     First day out we went straight to guardrail and helc pad. First look at the famous obsticles after running some of the toughest stuff @ Paragon made me think they were overated/hyped. That was until I hit the lower section right next to the guardrail. The rocks are very smooth and that was before they were polished from years of tire rubbing. There is ZERO traction............ Can't see how you'd even get up some of the easier trails had it ben raining. I usually run 9-11 lbs of air, but that proved way too much for tellico. Couple HUGE vids of first chevy of 42's, 14B spooled, 60 LS front (eventually winching), me (2 vids before and after tire pressure lowering down to 5), second chevy on 40" crawlers (those tires worked awsome), 14B spooled and 60 front with detroit, and one of the guy's dad (63 yr old) on a jeep, EFI 4.3, 38 crawlers, D44's on alloys, F/Rs ARB's.............
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   I stopped taking vids after these as another guy who didn't have a rog took digital vid of everyhting esle. I have a DVD with hours of vid and 400 pictures that one guy made me off his labtop before I left. My computer wants to format it. Maybe I can do somehitng with it @ work. Some random pics I took during the trip. 

On the way down from help pad, all twisted up.  Most of the trails were very   wide and fullsize friendly, but this wasn't one of them. My body carnage list is long, will have pics later.
